* Fferm Rhiwaedog demonstration farm is a 142 hectare (ha) upland farm

operating as a beef and sheep farm.

* Aled and Dylan are the fourth generation of the Jones family to farm the
holding, which rises to 1,000 feet at its highest point.

* The cattle herd consists of 70 Welsh Black suckler cows sired to Charolais or
Welsh Black stock bulls; for the heifers, a Saler bull is used.

* Offspring from the herd are sold as |8-month-old stores at livestock markets.

* The flock of 1,500 ewes is split into three groups - Texel x Mules and Aberfields,
Cheviot x Welsh ewes and Welsh ewes.

* Most of the crossbreds lamb inside from the end of February and the Welsh

ewes outside in April.

* Eighty per cent of lambs are sold through the live trade.
